 Our Stagecoach Trail 
actually begins as the driveway you 

drove in on (an original stagecoach trail 

in the 1800s/horses were watered at 

our farmhouse) and continues down 

past our farmhouse’s back pasture  It 

just goes out a little ways before you cut 

off to the Fern Trail (we are working on 

cutting an extension to Stagecoach this 

year)  Entrance to both trails at the end 

of the farmhouse’s back pasture or you 

can also start Fern Trail at big bend in 

driveway .  
 

 Our Fern Trail takes 

about an hour to complete and is mod-

erate in difficulty. Fern Trail turns off 

to the right a short distance down Stage-

coach Trail (or you can start at the big 

bend in our driveway and attack if from 

the other direction). On the Fern Trail, 

you’ll pass over a large stream. Our 

bridge at this point recently washed 

away in a big storm but we have  a small 

rock jumping dam built to get you 

across… just use caution. If you look 

downstream you’ll see the old bridge 

where it ended up! We hope to rebuild 

soon!  In late spring and early 

summer luscious green ferns 

blanket the forest floor under 

100 foot high Tulip Poplar 

trees— Fern Valley! 

Fern Forest Trail (one hour hike in our back 

woods) offers sections of fern valleys with large 

stands of Poplar Trees at each end and moderate 

hills to climb. Please stay on the marked trail. You 

may have to jump a creek or two in wet weather. 

Middle section shows the destruction by the pine 

beetle which killed pine trees in the ‘90s.  In sum-

mer wear bug spray & take a drinking water.  

Mountain biking allowed only when trail is dry.
